The teens who came to the camp engaged in activities on how to deal with grief, as well as participated in a
water balloon activity on how to deal with anger and frustration and a bubble activity. Haven Hospice
volunteer, Leslie Robinson and her pet therapy mule, Candy Mae, also stopped by for a visit.
